At this time, I strongly encourage you to visit the EA website on the link 

below and view the admissions criteria of the local schools. This is 

particularly important this year as many schools have made significant 

changes to their criteria. Viewing these now will allow you the time to 

collect and prepare for the upload of any information which is required in 

the admission criteria of the schools that you intend to nominate. There is 

also a useful promotional video on this link explaining the online 

admissions process. 

 

Please note that a copy of your child’s birth certificate should be 

uploaded with the online application as this is required by all schools.
