SCHOOL DINNERS 

The cost of dinner money is £2.60 per day and £13.00 per week. Please send all monies to school in a clearly 

labelled envelope (name of child and class) every Monday to avoid unnecessary confusion.

HEALTHY EATING POLICY 

We operate a healthy eating policy at break time. Please ensure your child/ children bring fruit or vegetables 

with either milk or water. Please note, this does not include yoghurts, breakfast bars or sandwiches. Though 

this policy does not operate at lunchtime, we would encourage healthy options for those children who bring 

packed lunches. We also ask that all pupils bring a clearly labelled plastic water bottle to school. 

Unfortunately, we are no longer in a position to distribute cups as we would have done in the past.
